Lesson Plan: “Nothing Scares Us”
Course: English Language Arts         Grade Level: 1              
Learning Outcomes
1.12 Listen to and acknowledge experiences and feelings shared by others.
3.2.1 Identify and share personal knowledge related to experiences.
Assessment:
Teacher will observe students during discussion to evaluate whether students:
· Follow classroom guidelines for active listening
· Acknowledge experiences and feelings of others
· Show appreciation for speaker’s ideas
· Stay on topic
· Take turns sharing
· Share personal knowledge
Black-line Master 55 can be used to assess group participation.
Connection to last lesson:
Students will have previously participated in discussions with a partner about different literary texts.
Flexible Grouping:
Students will participate as one group during the beginning of the lesson. Then they will be split into groups of two or three. Groups may be determined by; hand out one playing card to each student and they form a group with students who have the same number; hand out flashcards with picture and students form a group with others students who have the same picture.
Activating Strategies
In a group discussion, ask students to brainstorm different things that people are scared of; make a list on the board.
Acquiring Strategies
Explain that you will be reading a story about two kids that claim they are not afraid of anything. 
Read the story “Nothing Scares Us” by Frieda Wishinsky and Neal Layton.
Ask if the students if the children in the story were afraid of anything. Discuss what they were afraid of and possible reasons why they didn’t want to admit to each other that they were scared.
Applying Strategies
Ask students to think of a time when they were scared. 
Students will each draw a picture of an occasion when they were scared and write a sentence describing the picture.
Students will split into partners or small groups and discuss what they drew and their experience of something that scared them. How did they feel when they were scared?
Extensions: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Have students retell the experience that their partner told them out loud to the class.
Connections:
Make scary looking masks in art class.

Word- read other books about being scared
Picture- draw a time when you were scared
Body- imitate a scary monster, act out what you look like when you are scared
Music- listen to scary Halloween songs
People- interacting and sharing with others students
